Ongoing Core Learning:
-Continue to apply phonic knowledge to read words accurately without overt sounding out and blending of familiar words.
-Read a wide range of texts discussing what has happened so far, their predictions and any inferences that can be made based on what is said and done.
-Ask and answer questions about a book using the information they have read.
-Continue to spell many words correctly including common exception words, contracted forms, homophones and words with suffixes.
-Form lower-case letters of the correct size starting to use some diagonal and horizontal stroke to join letters. Continue to write capital letters of the correct size and
appropriate spacing between words.
-Plan what to write before beginning, thinking about new vocabulary choices and make simple additions and corrections to their own writing.
We will be writing a selection of fiction texts such as character and setting descriptions, diary entries, short stories and poems.
We will also be writing a range of non-fiction texts such as recounts, letters, non-chronological reports, newspaper reports, instructions and
English persuasive arguments.
